The 
workshops were focussed on improving the quality, design and desirability of public open space within 
the neighbourhood, the provision of a new community hub on the site, increasing pedestrian and cycling 
accessibility from nearby major recreational and educational facilities to and through the neighbourhood and 
to generally improving public perceptions of the area.

Collie assisted in preparing the planning scheme amendment documentation, a development plan and to 
date, a planning permit application for the subdivision of Stage 1.  Collie also participated in public workshops 
during exhibition of the planning scheme amendment.

Works on the Stage 1 subdivision are nearing completion whilst the Stage 2 planning permit application is 
expected to be prepared in the near future.
